Facilities

Aylesbury Hockey Club is affiliated to the Aylesbury & District Sports Club. The Clubhouse is at the Sports Club site, in the cricket pavilion, at the County Ground in Wendover Road, HP21 9NJ. This is used purely for post match and social gatherings.

All club-hockey is now played on artificial pitches. The Club has long term ambitions to own its own pitches. In the meantime the, Club is fortunate to have the use of three local pitches at:

Meadowcroft
         The facility is owned by Aylesbury Vale District Council

Halton

         Part of the RAF Halton estate.

Ashfold School        Dorton

All the Club’s training and coaching sessions and all its home matches are played at one of these pitches. The Junior Section operates almost exclusively from Meadowcroft.

The overwhelming item of expenditure in the Club’s annual budgets is the hire cost of these pitches.

Junior Training / Coaching / Playing  2010/2011
The Junior Coaching team currently operates under the direction of the Junior Coordinator Matt Kiely and the Head Coach. Most of the junior team coaches are accredited at Level 1.

Several Inter-Club tournaments are arranged during the season for the younger age groups; Under 8s to Under 12s.
The Under 12 to Under 18 Girls play in the South Girls Leagues – Sunday matches.

Similarly, the Under 14 to Under 18 boys play in the Mercian Home Counties Colts League – Sunday matches.

The Club also runs Men’s & Women’s “Badgers” sides. These sides play occasional Saturday matches in Bucks Leagues. The teams comprise 4 seniors and 7 juniors. The aim being to provide an introduction for junior players to senior hockey.

The Academy to be run on Thursday evenings at Halton is an innovative move by the Club to help talented young players develop their skills and attitudes to assist them to develop as hockey players and to help them gain representational recognition or move into senior hockey.

In order that membership of the Club and participation in our Sport should be a rewarding and pleasurable experience for everyone, Young Players and also Parents and Carers are asked to observe their respective Codes of Conduct which are included in this Welcome Pack.

The Coaching Plan is predicated on the ClubsFirst principles set out, above, under Developing Young People In Hockey.

JUNIOR SECTION

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PLAYERS

As a member of Aylesbury Hockey Club, Junior Section, it is hoped that you will do your best, play fairly, enjoy the sport and have fun.

To help you, your club-mates and all those that you have contact with to enjoy their sport, you are required to abide by the Junior Club Rules, as follows:

· To always play within the rules of hockey and respect official’s decisions. 

· To treat opponents, coaches, helpers and team mates with respect, regardless of race, sex, creed or ability, and personally to expect to be treated accordingly.  Not shout, swear or act in a physically or verbally abusive manner towards another person.  (This list is not endless and non acceptable behaviour will be determined by the Senior Coach in charge at the time.)   Physical or verbal abuse will not be tolerated and players may be subjected to sanctions (including training session and match bans) as imposed by the Junior Coordinator /  Chairman. 

· To keep to agreed timings for training and competitions.  For competitions, the Team Coach or Manager should be informed as soon as you know you cannot attend the event.

· To wear suitable kit – Mouth Guard, Shin Pads and suitable footwear - for training sessions, plus red shirts, black skirts or shorts, black sweatshirt and red socks for matches.

· To pay subscriptions and fees for matches or training sessions promptly.

· To not smoke, consume alcohol or use prohibited drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.  Coaches, Managers and Helpers will also be expected to refrain from the consumption of tobacco or alcohol at all hockey training sessions or events.

· To expect to receive a fair and reasonable amount of playing/coaching time.

· To listen and learn from coaches and helpers.

· To expect an enjoyable sports experience and to tell a parent or coach or the Club Welfare Officer if it stops being fun or if you have issues that concern you.

· To encourage parents/guardians to be involved with your team, whenever possible.

· To remember that hockey is an opportunity to learn and have fun.


JUNIOR SECTION

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS/CARERS/SPECTATORS

Parents, Carers and Spectators are asked to make themselves familiar with the Code of Conduct which is expected of the Junior Members of Aylesbury Hockey Club and are themselves asked to follow the following Code:
· To encourage your child to learn the rules and expectations, both on and off the pitch, and play within them.

· To discourage unfair play and arguing with officials/coaches/representatives.

· To help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Not to force your child to take part in sport.

· To set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performances of all players.

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

· To publicly accept officials’ judgements.

· To support your child’s involvement and to help them enjoy their sport.

· To use correct and proper language at all times.

· To ensure that your child has read and understood the Player’s Code of Conduct.

· To remember that Junior Hockey is an opportunity for your child to learn something new and to have fun.

· To refrain from the consumption of tobacco or alcohol at all training sessions and matches.

ClubsFirst - ClubMark 

 Aylesbury Hockey Club has been awarded ClubsFirst Accreditation by England Hockey.
 

 ClubsFirst is the England Hockey version of Sport England's ClubMark award. It means that independent assessment has recognised AHC as providing a Safe, Effective and Child-Friendly club environment.

 

It has taken several years’ hard work to build up the Club's assessment file and to introduce all the systems and approaches into the Club's ways of working that are demanded by ClubsFirst.  The award has to be renewed every three years and is subject to annual review.

 

AHC was only the 2nd.club in Bucks to receive this award. There are currently less than 150 hockey clubs (out of about 1100) in the UK that have achieved the award.

 

The accreditation scheme focuses on the four areas and the associated required policies which are summarised below:

 

Developing Young People in Hockey
· Providing junior-only coaching throughout the season.

· Commitment to the individual development of all its young members in accordance with a development philosophy.

· Providing regular competitive opportunities for all the age groups coached.

· Having a sufficient number of appropriately qualified coaches.

· Setting out clear roles and responsibilities for all the coaches, managers and volunteers who look after the young members

Safeguarding & Protecting Young People in Hockey
· The adoption of the England Hockey (EH) Policies and Procedures for Safeguarding and Protecting Young People.

· The appointment of a Club Welfare Officer.

· CRB checking of all those responsible for young people.

· The adoption and appreciation of Child Protection measurers.

· Adequate First Aid procedures.

· Adoption and appreciation of procedures for dealing with accidents and incidents.

· The maintenance of a secure database of all young members’ contact and consent details.

Sports Equity and Ethics
· Having an open Constitution that welcomes members from all areas of the community.

· Adopting the EH Equity Policy.

· Attendance at appropriate courses by coaches and managers.

· Adopting Codes of Conduct for all those working with young people.

· Having a set of rules for young members. 

Club Management
· Affiliation to England Hockey 

· Maintain appropriate public liability insurance. 

· Membership fee and pricing policies. 

· A mechanism for regular communication with parents 

· Proper management of the Club bank accounts. 

· Proper co-ordination of managers, coaches & volunteers. 

· A four year Development Strategy, subject to regular review.


Child Welfare & Protection

                                                The care and protection of all the young members is of paramount importance to the Club. The over-riding principles are set out in the ClubsFirst section, above, entitled Safeguarding & Protecting Young People in Hockey

The Club’s policy is that all Coaches and Managers, taking responsibility for young players should be CRB checked. They also are required to agree to abide by a formal Code of Conduct.

The Club’s Child Protection and Equity Policies, or any of the other relevant documentation, can be viewed on the Club Website or obtained from the Club Secretary.

If any young players, parents or carers have any queries about welfare, care or protection issues they are asked to contact the Club Welfare Officer, Gill Nord. – Parents and carers are particularly requested to ensure that their children are fully aware of this fact.

Communication

The preferred method of communication with players, parents and carers about general club activities is via Email. Where this is not possible letters or telephone will be used.

Regular Junior Section Newsletters are produced each season and distributed by Email.

Regular reports on matches and events are submitted for inclusion in The Bucks Herald. 

Social

Members are encouraged to see the Club not only as a Sports Club but also as a focus for their social activity. Events are organised at various points in the season, either for the whole club or for individual sections. In recent seasons the Junior Section has been one of the principal drivers of the social life of the Club!

Fund-Raising & Sponsorship

As referred to earlier, the Club incurs substantial expenditure on pitch-hire and coaching. Fund-raising, and sponsorship arrangements necessarily have to be sought to help meet these costs.

The Club produces a Fixture Card and sells advertising space, pages or half pages, within this document.

The Club is also continually seeking sponsorship deals for teams, matches or events. The focus of sponsorship is primarily for the Junior Section, for coaching and the provision of equipment.

General Information
Brief History



Aylesbury Men’s and Ladies Hockey Clubs were formed in the late 1940s. There has generally been a close relationship between the two clubs and the two senior Clubs formally amalgamated under a single Constitution in 2001.



Junior hockey has been developed by the clubs over the last thirty years until, at the present-day, the Club provides coaching, training and competitive hockey for both boys and girls at all age groups between 6 and 18.



At the Annual General Meeting of the Club in 2008, the Club Constitution was amended and approved to fully embrace the Junior Section. As a result, Junior Section representatives, including parents, sit on all the relevant Club committees and parents of all Junior Section members have full voting rights within the Club.

Management


Aylesbury Hockey Club strives to maintain itself as a modern, progressive club run to business standards. The Club is managed through an Executive Committee which is comprised of representatives of each of the three main sections of the Club. Each of the Men’s, Women’s and Junior Sections playing activities are managed through separate Section Committees and, where necessary, these activities are co-ordinated through a General Management Committee.

The Club management is particularly influenced by the various principles, set out below, in the ClubsFirst policies on Club Management and Sports Equity and Ethics.

The Executive Committee operates in accordance with 5 year Development Plans, for the Whole Club and also for the Junior Section. These Plans are regularly reviewed and are updated annually 
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
